Assumptions:  
ω ArcGIS 10 Desktop has already been installed on this machine. 
ω You have already obtained your VBA Authorization number (ESU#) from Customer Service and it is 

available under your account in the Esri Customer Care Portal. 
o For more details on Installation, Authorization, and accessing the Customer Care Portal please 

see the ArcGIS 10 installation and authorization document. 
 

Steps:
